
Special Meeting of the Town of Townsend
Thursday, August 1, 2019

5pm

Chairperson Carla Van Camp called the meeting to order at 5:06pm

Roll call:  Chairperson Carla Van Camp, Supervisor Linda Adamczyk, Supervisor Claude Bowman, Clerk Linda Ziegler. Hwy employee Rich Opeila

Verification of proper agenda notice:  Van Camp posted the agenda at 2pm August 1, 2019 at Townsend Post Office, Townsend Town Hall, Karla’s Kountry Kitchen

Van Camp received a Municipal Disaster Proclamation.  Adamczyk made the motion to Ratify this proclamation by Resolution #11, 2nd by Bowman – M/A
Oconto County is offering a $50,000.00, interest free loan. Payable in three years.  This loan can be used for storm clean-up only; ex. man hours, equipment hours, equipment rental, etc.  The loan can be split to get funds now and then again in the future.  Bowman made the motion to acquire a $25,000.00, interest free loan from Oconto County, payable in three years, for storm cleanup, providing the other $25,000.00 is available for the town to consider at a later date.  2nd by Adamczyk, - M/A.  This loan will be payed back by August 2022.  A separate account line will be created to keep track of payables.
Adamczyk made the motion to pay Jocelyn Gilligan $15.00 per hour for helping the Highway Maintenance Crew with clean up July 20 and July 21, 2019.  2nd by Bowman – M/A\

The chipper will be at the brush site on August 2nd.  They will take care of the brush and wood.

The 7-towns are receiving $10,000.00 in grant money from Oconto County for clean-up.  There is an additional $4000.00 for chipping.  The Fire Department will be reimbursed from the grant money.

Opeila will check on a renting a grapple truck.

The Forest Service and DNR are granting a municipal fire permit.  Whenever it is safe to burn (1st snowfall), the town can burn the brush pile instead of waiting for a chipper.  This should be a controlled burn by the Fire Department

Van Camp will get bids to clean-up the cemetery.  

The DNR will have informational meetings to discuss storm timber salvage at the Town of Mountain, Bill Lazansky Center, Saturday, August 10 at 9am and Thursday August 15 at 6:30pm
Adamczyk made the motion to adjourn at 5:58, 2nd by Bowman – M/A
