Chairperson Carla Van Camp called the meeting to order at 6pm
Roll call:  Chairperson Carla VanCamp, Supervisor Linda Adamczyk, Supervisor Joe Heyrman, Treasurer Beth Hartman, Clerk Linda Ziegler. 21 citizens

Adamczyk made the motion to approve the agenda, 2nd by Heyrman– M/A
Motion made by Heyrman to accept the minutes of September 14, 2021, 2nd by Adamczyk– M/A
Treasures report – Hartman gave a P&L budget performance report. Motion by Heyrman to approve the report and pay all the bills, 2nd by Adamczyk – M/A
Ambulance Report - report on file
Fire Department report – report on file.  Chief Herlache said there is an open house Saturday, October 16 11 -2pm.
Community Advisory Committee – They met Sept 29 to go over plans to be presented tonight.  Purchased LED lights for the tree
Lake Country Library – report on file.  Kathleen Marsh said the library board is starting a campaign for an expansion.  Information was provided.  The next meeting is Oct. 22 at 8am

Permits/Licenses – VanCamp made the motion to approve three applications for operator’s license, 2nd by Adamczyk – M/A
**Adamczyk made the motion to move public comment after the business, 2nd by Heyrman – M/A
Business:

1) Summit Assessment – Jef Muelver presented a 5-year Maintenance Assessment Contract.  He is doing business as usual.  A town reevaluation would occur when the town is out of compliance vs market value for four consecutive years.  Townsend is in compliance.  
Adamczyk made the motion to renew Summit Assessment Contract for five years, 2nd by Heyrman -M/A
2) Town Hall – Tim Carlson, Sr. Vice President of Martenson & Eisele, Inc, presented the town with information and visuals of the proposed Townsend Town Hall.  
3) Winter Parking – In accordance with Ordinance #1-93, no parking is allowed during the hours of 8pm and 8am from November 1, 2021 and April 1, 2022
4) Trick or Treat Hours – The Townsend trick or treat hours will be Sunday, October 31, 2021 from 4pm – 6pm.  The McCaslin Lions will set up in the parking lot for a trunk or treat.

5) Redistricting Resolution – the 2020 census has put Townsend at a population of 1044.  In accordance to state statutes, the town will now have two county supervisory districts that will include 2 wards within Supervisory District 30 and 31.  The polling place will be located in Ward 1.  

Adamczyk made the motion to approve Resolution 02-2021 for Local Redistricting Stage Advancement – 2nd by Heyrman – M/A

6) Contracts for 2022 – The town of Townsend received three bids for mowing.  The decision to award will be tabled to the November board meeting.
7) Rural Mutual – Norb Stauber went over the Businessowners Policy Declarations for policy period 11/4/2021 to 11/4/2022.  The Town’s workers comp will be rewritten with state pool.

VanCamp recognized Duane & Lisa Bann for bringing the boards attention to the Veterans Memorial.  Because of their concern, this tribute has been improved.
